of Directors the r sp«ulbillty and authority to preseipte Rules and Regulatiouu to 

governs their use. 

I. SWIMMING POOLS: 

1, The hours for the pool will be from 8:00 am to 10:00 p.m. during 

the operating season. 

2. No children under 12 are allowed without adult (18 or older) 

supervision. 

3. Regulation swimwear only. 

4. Guests must be accompanied by an Association Member or 

suthoriud tenant. 

5. The Board reserves the right to limit the number of guests allowed to 

two people. 

6. Glastwsao is ptoiaöited within the endosad pool areas. 

7. Ideatifiestioo mat be exhibited, if requested, in order to use any 

fici ity. 

8. No running, excessive noise, or disordaiy, annoying, or improper 

conduct iociudiag horse play, loud radios and profanity are allowed. 

9. No bicycles, skates, skateboards, teams bails, hard rubber balls, pets 

or other improper objets are permitted within the pool areas. 

IL TENNIS COURTS: 

I. Operation of tennis court is from 8:00 am to 10:00 p.m. 

2. The tenais cant shall be used on a first come basis; however, if 
people are waiting, court time shall be restricted to a maximum of one 

hour of continuous play. 

3. Tamis court is exclusively for tennis; other activities are prohibited. 

4. Swinging or climbing on the nets, windscreens, fences, and other 

tennis court equipment is prohibited and will be treated as vandalism. 

5. Running, excessive noise, and disorderly conduct are prohibited. 

6. No bicycles, skates, skateboards, pets or other objects other than 

tennis equipmars will be permitted within the tenais court area.

4. No =find a xept a househe d pet shall be kept or housed on the 

premises Steh pet may not be bred for any comsnercial purpose. No 

savage or dangavus animal shall be kept or housed within the 

boundaries of the community. If such animal it irkritifted, ns owner 

Shall be reported to the proper authority. 

5. Any Association Member who causes an animal to be brought or kept 

upon the pteatiaes shall indemnify or bold hunks* the Board for any 

loss, dame. or liability winch the Board mry sustain u a a rcialh of 

the presence of such aired on the premise The Association 

Member shalt be responsible for repairs of any and all damage or loss 

resulting from the acts of his animal while kept upon the premises. 

V. FIRE: 

1. As pa Houston Fire Codes, 17- 10,3(e): No person shall place, 

store, or keep or permit to be placed, stored, or kept any materials, 

tl!e preserve or burning of which wound obstruct or render hazardous 

an exit.` This code applies to motorcycles which muss be parked in 

the parking areas.

anything uasightiy u determined by the Board or the Architectural 

Control Committee. Firewood is seceptabie so long u it is neatly 

stacked and not erasightly.

2. Suspicious or illegal activity should be reported first to the Houston 

Police Department, then to the incrust security service and the 

management. No repon will be accepted without your name and 

address. 

VUL GENERAL COMMON AREAS: 

1. Homeowners and residents are prohibited from rhanging, rearranging, 

or damaging any portion of tbe common areas, including landscaping. 

2. Climbing on the roofs of buildings or carports or any portion thereof 

is strictly prohibited. 

3. Association Members or tenants who are parents of or act as 

guardiane for resident childrec teenagers, or young adults will be held 

legally and Si:7.1,1,44y responsible for their ward's actions and will be 

required to reimburse the Association for any deranges done by their 

children, tanagras, young adulm, or c.hargnr. Adults will lys held 

responsible for their own actions. 
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4. A child, teenager, or young mad involved in an act of mall= who 

refines to divulge Ka name and address will be turned over to juvenile 

authorities of tax Houston Police Department. 

5. Any Association Member or tenant who nrgiects to supervise or 

prop_ attend bier minor child shall indeamify and hold harmless the 

Board for any and all damages or injuries sustained by said minor 

child. 

IX. ARCHt t, a.CIÜRAL CONTROL: 

1. Extcsior areas are governed aid controlled by the Board; use, change, 

or alteration will not be allowed without prior written permission from 

the Board. 

2. No advertising ¡Pa shell be permitted except 2288 "FOR RENT' or 

'TOR SALE' sign (not more than five alum fee) pa unit, which may 

only be &splayed inside the window of the unit. 

3. No business activities of any !dad shall be conducted in any building or 

upon any portion of the comma area. 

4. Clothe: Imes shall be confined to the patio areas, out of sight from other 

bomao+w+net 

5. Plantin8, Prdeaiag or borSering of platted areas shall be prohibited 

outside the patio arras unless approved by the Board through the 

Arcbitectuttl Control Camnittee. 

6. No fersas, hedges, plena, flower bed baardas, or walls shall be 

erected or maintained except such u are installed in accordance with 

the initial construction, unless approved by the Board through the 

Archi ectwal Control Committee. 

7. No structure of a temporary nature 0.e., trailer, shade, barn, garage, or 

other outbuilding) shall be used on any portion of the property. 

8. Windows shall be covered only with convectional drapes and/or blinds. 

The use of bed sheets, towels, aluminum foil and similar unusual 

material for this purpose is expressly prohibited 

X. ASSESSLIEIiT FIS: 
1. Assessments which are not paid when due shall be delinquent. If the 

assessment is not paid within thirty (30) days after the duo date, the

No noxisus or offensive activity shall be carried on in any unit or on 

or in the Common Areas nor shall anything be done therein valid 

may be or become an =norm or miss= to other unit 

Owners/Occupants (such as bookie; ken, loud booming 

boistertes talking, drunkenness, abusive profane language, or loud 

parties. 

The use a discharge of firearms, firecrackers, or other fireworks on 

the lea or Common Areas is prohibited. 

2. It shall be the individual responsibility of arch honseovmer, at his own 

expense, to provide as he sees fit homeowners liability insurance, theft 

and other Memnon coveting personal property damage and loss. 

3. Townhouses are single-family dwellings, and may not be rented for 

transient, multiple family, or hotd purposes. 

4. Off-site homeowners will be responsible for the use of common areas 

snd net-national rights to their tenants. 
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S. Off-site homeowners ta,at provide the managanent oece with 

complete information on their tenants including: names of all who 

reside in the unit including children, home and work phone n tubas. 

6. In the event of a violation of any of these Rules and Regulations by a 

tenant, reaaooable effort will be made to resolve the situation with 

subject tenant by homeowner. If agreements cannot be reached, the 

off-site owner will be fined u stipulated herein 

7. For the common good of all concerned, the Board has specifically 

forbidden page sales. Violators will be dealt with u provided for 

under the provisions of Section XII. 
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XII. PI:HALTOM 

1. The Booed reserves the right to euspend the voting rights Ind right to 

the use et the recreational babes by ah Aseociatioe Member for the 

period during which ury USCSISIWM spina his unit ROW= unpaid. 

2. Upon violarich by an Associetices Member, temust or guest of any 

portion of the declaration or say of the Rake Regulations, the Board 

may suspend mid Association Mensbees right to use and enjoyment of 

all &citifies for a period of dirty (30) days. 

3, With the exception of perk*/ violations, any violation of the rues and 

regulatimos ecetained herein wifl be subject to fines as follows: 

Written warning for first violation 

$25 for second violation 

$50 for third violation 

$75 for each additional violation thereafter. 

Fines for vioietioas that are unpaid within a period of thirty (30) days will 

be subject to Den and foreeimure. 

4. The Association Member, upon receipt of written notice specifying 

the violation md period of suspension, may: 

Request an opportunity to meet with the Board of Directors at 

the next scheduled coming and present evidence u to why the 

suspension should not be enforced. 

b. The ruling of the Board of Directors shall be fusel. 

C. These Rules and Regulations shall be incumbent upon all 

hocoeowners. Any violation of said Rules and Regulations by 

homeowner; tenants and/or guests will be the responsibility 

of the homeowners.
